II. Announcements & Public Comment – JoAnn Disbrow
Handouts given on Budget Cuts hit states most vulnerable. Executive Director Sheryl Karns from ILC has passed away. May be a window an opportunity to foster a relationship with them in the future. Mary will contact them to see if anything we can do. 
III. CAPA Report – Mary Tinker 
Get reports from Mary or notes. 18% reduction on consumer side only. Providers will be affected by cut in their hours COLA (Cost of Living Allowance). Consumer not being able to file an appeal of they were affected by cuts and how cuts affect them personally. On February 21, huge rally at the Capital. Legislative Action tomorrow press conference following that. To educate the public as to what this means. How do we do a more balanced approach.  Health Care reform bill was put to rest. CAPA still trying to work with SEIU to put bill forth for PA’s to provide registry lists for non ihss lists. Vetoed by the governor. AB1674 a watch physican on that. CAPA doesn’t have any Public Authority language in it just has legal language in it. If it goes thru as is w/out liabilities language. Working on it to make things better.

V. California IHSS Consumer Alliance (CICA) Report – Janie Whiteford
Consumer newsletter CICA- info on budget cuts. Up to date of what’s going on. Real focus is how important for AB members to being informed, AB encouraged to participate on Conference calls on Wed 10:00 am at Statewide calls. No longer on Tuesdays. Jim Bells with coalition of folks and systems advocate of cfilc..with ihss budget cuts, seiu, phps, aarp, many folks attended. He spoke about ihss. He’s very appauled as to how things are going with budget issues. He is horrified by the lobbyist actions as to budget cuts. 

He also talked about revenue enhancements. How Schwa…coalition feels that we are beyond tax issues.  Part of CICA’s stand is to encourage local committees talking to local legislature. Janie mentioned going to BOS and talked to Roland and Gauge no longer board chair and went to McHugh office. Looking for BOS to write a letter to local legislature and how opposed they were with the budget cuts. 

CICA met with CWDA, CAPA, discussed state committee funding of $53K to spend the money. Many counties agree that money be used for CICA dues and that it would help other counties.  

All county letter would probably not go out due to counties misinterpreting letter but nothing has been deciding. 

VI. Report from Social Services Agency- Jim Ramoni 

Discussion of annual report with updates on Public Authority and other areas.Extra help staff on board.  Interesting meeting today Betty Moss and no union members present.  He mentioned that if anyone had any questions to please look over the report handed out and any questions would be discussed at the next meeting. 

Currently back online with the payroll system. Other fields were added into the payroll systems software in order to make things much smoother.  There were two people who were hired as interims and two full time individuals that will take over when they leave. 

The BOS is expecting for IHSS to come back and make recommendations to hire more individuals. IHSS is one of the few programs is one of the programs that will never have any reduction issues.  
Two weeks ago the scheduled increase from $12.10 to $12.35 was approved by the board on 1/29/08. Wage increase will be effective 4/1/08.
